Printing and Laminating 
 

You can print black and white copies free of charge in the Libraries and 
Learning Centres. Please make sure you only print College work. 
 

You can take items for colour printing or photocopying to 
Reprographics at Graham Street Campus during their student opening 
hours: 
 

10.30am ï 11.15am and 2.30pm ï 3.15pm every weekday. 
 

A4 = £0.70 
A3 = £1.00 

 

You can buy laminating pouches and have A4 and A3 sheets 
laminated at all Libraries. 
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Borrowing Library Resources 
 
To borrow items you need to register with the Library - 
this should be organised by your tutor when you begin 
College, but if you miss class registration please see 
steps below. 
 
You will be issued with a Library Card which you 
should bring with you every time you want to borrow 
items.  
 
You can have 6 items out at any one time. 

 
 

How to Join the Library 
 
If you wish to join the Library and receive a username 
and password to get access to the PCs, you should: 
 

1. Complete a Library registration form at the 
Library you would use most often  

 normally done with your class 
 
2. Sign your Library card  

 your computer username and password 
will be placed on the back of this card 

 
You will also sign your agreement to the Student Code 
of Conduct regarding using the computers. 
 
Remember to bring your Library card every time you 
wish to borrow books and other resources or use the 
Learning Centre PCs.  
 

Loan Periods 
 
Each of the Libraries has different types of media (like 
videos, journals and so on) which means they might 
have different loan lengths. Below are the most 
common items in each loan group: 
 

Loan Loan Period

Weekly (Books) 7 days 
  

Tied (Books) 0 days Library use only
