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Using Online Databases 
The College subscribes to a range of Online 
Databases. In College you can access these 
directly from the Blackboard homepage, by 
double clicking on the link, shown right. 

 
  

To view online databases at home you first 
need to register for an Athens account on a 
College PC. When you joined the library, you 
may have received this information already, if 
not please follow the instructions below.  
 
From the library catalogue select the ñMy 
Athens Accountò tab.  
 

 
  

If the security alert icon appears, click okay.  
 
The page shown right should now open. 
 
 In the username box enter:  
 
ddc-mc (for Melrose Students) 
ddc-kc (for Kingsway Students) 
ddc-gsc (for Graham Street Students) 
ddc-gc (for Gardyne Students) 
ddc-cc (for Constitution Students) 
 
In the password box enter: resources1 
 
Click once on the Login button 
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The page shown right should now open. 
 

Please complete the Mandatory Information 
fields as shown below and click once on the 
submit button at the bottom of the page to 
register.  Note that if you select a username or 
password that is already in use, it will ask you 
to complete the fields again. 
 

 

  

If your registration is successful, the page as 
shown right will open.  
 
 

Your Athens login will be shown, an example 
login would be: ddc-mcsmith.  
 
Your password is what you typed in from the 
previous page.

Accessing eBooks 

The College subscribes to two providers of 
eBooks; Dawson eBooks and ebrary. To 
access both providers you must have logged 
into your Athens account.  
 

 

  

From the main Athens page, select the 
resources tab. The list of all the resources that 
the college subscribes to will now display.  
 
Select ebrary or Dawson eBooks from the list.   
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The example shown right is from ebrary, but 
Dawson ebooks is very similar. 
 
Select the Search tab.  
 
In the Search box, type in the subject area 
that you wish to find books on.
