FEES		
You can apply for a fees only bursary. 
You do not pay fees (the course is free). 
To be eligible for the bursary you must be 
a passport holder of the European Union 
and have been resident in an EU country 
for the previous 3 years. 
Otherwise, £984.00 per year or £72.00 
per week. You will also need to buy 
coursebooks – £50-£70.

This is a one-year course running 
from September to June. It 
may also be possible to start in 
October or January.  We run a 
summer course in July – please 
see separate leaflet.

There are all levels of classes from beginner 
(starting September only) to advanced, 
depending on demand. When you arrive 
we assess you and place you in the most  
suitable level. Maximum class size is 18 
though the group size is often smaller.
 

There are 18 hours of English per week.  
Classes are 1½ hours long, between 9.00am 
and 6.15pm. Classes focus on:
